CDBG Application
Mayor Baze opened the public hearing for the CDBG application.

Larry explained that we are holding this public hearing to discuss the proposed uses for a CDBG grant funding. This is the second time we have tried to complete an application for the West Columbus Street Improvement Project. The total cost of the project is $2,667,836.06. The improvements include the area between West Court Street and Brooks Street and from Columbus Avenue to Golden Street. If the bids allow, the area between Golden and Klickitat Streets will be added. 

This year we have tried to add more funding sources. When CDBG is funding a project they like to see participation from several funding sources. The proposed funding scenario would include monies form CDBG, PWTF, USDA-Rural Development and TIB in the amount of $2,487,596.00. The city match would be $230,272.00.

Rental Property License and Inspection Certification
The Mayor and Larry explained to Steve that he could stay for the meeting and sit in the audience or he can leave the meeting. Either way he needs recuse himself. Steve asked permission of the council that he be excused from the meeting for conflict of interest. He was excused.

Larry explained that council has been provided a list of all the potential rental units that are residential and commercial. The current amounts of units in the city are 700. This ordinance was approved for its first reading at the last council meeting with the need of a full council up for discussion at this meeting.

Andy stated that at the last meeting it was discussed if the unit was already inspected by the state or other entities the thirty dollars would be waived. Larry said that was one of the suggestions from the council. The fee would not be collected but there needs to be a certified inspection report in order to waive those fees. However it was not included in the acceptance at the last meeting and is not included in the version of this ordinance.

Gary questioned if the property was in violation of the rental fee agreement are the tenants evicted. The answer is no, there is a section regarding penalties on the property owner if they don’t pay.

Andy asked if the council would want to include waiving the thirty dollar fee. Mayor Baze – if a house is inspected by HUD or other certified entities there is no sense of imposing another fee on the owner. Guy pointed out that there are still some administrative costs. Thus if we say they aren’t paying anything then the city ends up burdening the extra cost. The Mayor disagreed but also stated it was up to the council. Gary – this is in lieu of having a regular business license. Len – the list consists more of multiples rather than individuals. Maybe if they have multiples units they would be required to have a regular business license at $60.00. Mayor – but then you are not covering your inspections. The point is that if they already have an inspection shouldn’t be required to pay the $30.00. Gary – we should at least require that they pay half because of the administrative fees involved. 

It was moved by Council Member Len Crawford, seconded by Council Member Gary Hoctor, to direct Larry to prepare a final ordinance for consideration for its second reading at the next council meeting with the suggested changes.

Jack Runyan stated that your renters are people who are on social security, limited income and young people and now you want to charge them $30.00 a year more to have a rental. Mayor Baze explained that there are so many rentals that are in despair. We get complaints from renters that there is mold and other heath issues. This ordinance allows for inspection and proof of inspection for the health standard for the people who rent. Jack pointed out that it is $30.00 a year so the city is getting $90.00 for the inspection for a rental requiring an inspection every 3 years. Rather than charging the fee the city needs to be going to the Health Department and if you can’t get it done locally then you need to go to the state. Connie stated that she called the Attorney General and was told nobody is allowed to go in any property. The Health Department can only go into schools. That is why cities have created these ordinances. People come in and complain, wondering why the city isn’t doing anything about these landlords. This ordinance is the city’s way to help people have a good healthy living environment. Len stated that unfortunately there are landlords that don’t keep the property up to reasonable living standards.

Donna Lee Whipple stated that she lives near the old nursing home and she would like to see the city utilize this building to combine departments, consolidating buildings and selling what you have at a profit.

Harold Eliase stated he owns property next to the former nursing home and wanted a chance to speak on the subject. The concern in the neighborhood is that we don’t want it to be a rehab facility. Mayor Baze stated that it will not be used for rehab. Harold said that is a relief and thanked the council for their time.
