DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Rick reported that through search warrants throughout the county and city, six people were arrested. The charges varied from delivery, robbery to possession of stolen property. Three thousand dollars worth of stolen property was recovered.
The Fire Department is having their annual banquet next Monday. It will be held at the Assembly of God Church at 6:00 and all council members are invited.  
Keith introduced Karl Enyeart to the council. We will be working together this week then he will be on his own.

The Department of Ecology informed us that the test we have been using for years at the treatment plant will no longer be allowed by the EPA. New lab equipment will need to be purchased to accommodate the new test method. The cost will be close to three thousand dollars.

Larry updated the council on several projects that the city has requested funding for. The West Columbus Street Improvement Project is a key project the city is working on. A funding package has been put together which includes Community Development Block Grant, Public Works Trust Fund and a grant and loan combination through US Department of Agricultural Rural Development Office. All applications are complete and currently being reviewed.
The application was submitted to the Department of Commerce for the Energy Retrofit Grant for the former nursing home facility. The grant award results are expected by the first part of March.

Everything has been submitted for the Lower Reservoir Replacement Project to the Department of Health. They are doing their own internal environmental review.

Another funding request to the Department of Commerce is an energy related project for the old Kushlan property. It is a loan project that has been awarded and we are working on the agreement language. The total project cost will be $162,375.00.
Turning toward tourism, the city is focused on organizing three events including Community Days, Swap Meet/Flea Market and the Festival of Wheels. We are also helping to promote the Maryhill Festival of Speed and the Rock Crawl.
Up coming meetings include the Event Committee, Steering Committee, Economic Development Committee and the Budget Committee.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Luke DeWitt wanted to let council know about his experience with the Police Department over the weekend. Some personal possessions were stolen from my vehicle last year. Part of that was recovered from a neighbor’s yard that was dropped during an incident.  When recovering the items I was told they have a policy not to return ammunition. One of the items found was a magazine with 12 rounds of ammunition. I am here to question the policy and bring it to council’s attention.
Rick explained that loose ammunition is not returned but boxed ammunition is returned to the owner.
