Q:
Briefly describe your educational background, work experience and community service activities.

ORDINANCES
Adopting a Plan for Improvements to the Existing Sanitary Sewage System
Larry explained there are three ordinances that relate to the DOE loan that is part of the funding package for the Little Klickitat River Sanitary Sewer Improvement Project. The project will include replacement of the sanitary sewer lines along the north and south sides of the Little Klickitat River from Pipeline Road and extend west to Mill Street. It will also include the replacement of the pump station. It is recommended the three ordinances tonight be adopted for their first readings. The agreement with the Department of Ecology has been reviewed by our attorneys and they have prepared the ordinances. The first ordinance is adopting a plan for improvements that relates to the sewer plan and identifies that this is the number one project for the City of Goldendale. The second ordinance is an ordinance accepting the agreement with DOE and the third is establishing a loan fund.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Steve Johnston, to accept for its first reading, Ordinance No. 1423 adopting a plan for improvements to the existing sanitary sewage disposal system declaring the estimated cost of $2,898,600.

2013 First Quarter Budget Amendment
Larry stated that we have met with the budget committee and they have heard the explanations and would recommend that this ordinance be accepted for its first reading.

 The proposed amendments include three funds. In the current expense fund, the issue is that we had budgeted for receipt of monies from the insurance company for replacement of the police car in 2012. We received the money from WCIA and it was expected that we also spend the money in 2012. We didn’t get the bill in time to get it on the books for 2012 so the payment ended up on the books in 2013. In the street fund we are still closing out the Collins Street Phase II Project and there will be a final payment, retainage and change order requests. The Transportation Improvement Board will send an updated cost estimate. We estimate on the Brooks Street Project that the TIB grant will be $430,000 and part of that project is sanitary sewer of which TIB will not contribute. Therefore we are transferring money from the water/sewer account to pay for the sewer portion of the project. The estimated cost for the two block project $510,000. The other increased cost is for the sweeper repair which was talked about earlier. There are two issues in the water/sewer fund. One is the expenditure of the sewer portion of the Brooks Street Project and the other for the capital outlay for the SCADA system at $37,500.
