911 Center Permit Plan Check

Update on Tourism Events
Larry stated that there are a two excel spreadsheets in the council packets. The first sheet has a history across the top from 2006 – 2013 and shows the tourism dollars that was received and summarizes the expenditure and shows how over time the tourism dollars have been used. In the past few years we have given the Goldendale Chamber money to disburse to the different events. With the revenue decreasing, this year we are supporting the Chamber for their work in operating a visitor information center. The city is going to take more of a roll in helping out with events and festivals. The Chamber is still going to do the Home and Garden Show and the Bluegrass Festival. The City is going to be sponsoring Community Days, a Swap Meet and the Festival of Wheels. We will also help support several other events including Festival of Speed, Rock Crawl, the Golden Man Triathlon, SOVERN and the Goldendale Motors Sports.

The second sheet details the new projected expenditures and revenues for 2013. Across the top listed in columns are the different events that are going on throughout the year. Listed below are the estimated expenditures and revenues. Larry then went on to explain in detail what the city is doing for each event and how it will be laid out.

Rental Agreements for Swap Meet Event
It has been determined that the most productive property for the Swap Meet Event is the acreage to the east of the Post Office. We have received verbal agreements from all the property owners. The larger property owner has agreed to use of property in exchange for keeping the vegetation cut and for a 30% share of the vendor space collections.
