Ken McKune – Water Rates
Ken stated that the only person on the council that was here in 2003 is Steve. That is when Calpine put the energy plant in and drilled the Basse Wells which they gave to the City of Goldendale. That was suppose to alleviate the problems we had with water. Due to the past City Administration, they came up with this new water rate system. There is one problem; nobody wants to pay for the water. It is time to take a look at the amount of water that is made available to the consumers. I would like to see the city give the first 1000 gallons for free. 

Clint explained that we were mandated by the state raise the rates to help support our system to keep it operational. He asked Karl what the difference is from then to now.

Karl stated the old rate was around $26.50 with 1000 a cubic feet for free and now it is 25.00 per month with no free water. The difficult part of this is that the Department of Health has been mandated by the laws of the state to encourage conservation and by doing that you have to charge for every gallon. That is what they are pushing the cities to do.
