Columbus Avenue and Simcoe Drive will be scheduled for a chip seal next year. Third and King would be scheduled for reconstruction in 2015. Mill Street, reconstruction in 2016. Third Street from Columbus to Wilbur in 2017. West Columbus Neighborhood Project 2018 and both Shuster Street reconstruction and Roosevelt chip seal in 2019.

Len asked as to why the 3rd Street (Columbus to Wilbur) Project’s PCR score is non- applicable. Karl stated that it is not a road that exists right now. Larry explained that PCR means pavement condition rating and since there is no pavement there is no score.

Jaycees Tourism contract for Entertainment at Community Days
Larry explained: Clint and I have been working closely with the event committee and with the Jaycees to put together the event and the calendar for Community Days. There will be a number of bands and entertainment during the three day festival. The local band, Sonic Light Brigade, will be on Thursday, July 4th from 7 – 10 p.m. On Friday and Saturday night we have Les Richardson & Keesy Timmer and a local group John Rolfe & the Hedgehogs. All entertainment will be on the Court House lawn.

These groups require half of the money up front and the remainder after their last set. The city’s books are not set up for this as we require service rendered before payment can be made. What we decided to do instead is to enter into a contract with the Jaycees for $3,000.00 and they will take care of the whole entertainment lineup. The Sonic Light Brigade and the Hedgehogs have both agreed to perform for $500.00 and Les Richardson & Keesy Timmer has agreed on $3,000.00. The Jaycees will be contributing another $1,000.00 to make sure we have a good entertainment lineup. We think it is a great way to arrange for the entertainment and a good addition to our Community Days activities. We are going to start advertizing with the paper and putting information out on face book. Larry handed out the schedule of events while Mayor Baze informed that the money spent on this comes out of the tourism budget which is supported by the Hotel/Motel taxes.

Asbestos Contract from Asbestos Removal and Inspection Services
7:29:56 PM 

Larry explained that we had wanted to use the two houses at the end of the Baker Street property for a training drill for the Fire Department. We were notified, because of the age of the buildings, there might be asbestos laden materials within the buildings. The contractor that was approved to inspect the buildings did in fact find asbestos in some of the materials. We won’t be able to use the property for training as we are now into the burn ban. I believe that it would be in the city’s best interest to go ahead and proceed in demolishing those buildings. The next step towards demolishing the building is to have the asbestos removed and then have a final inspection done. Then we can go in ourselves to demolish the buildings.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Deanna asked: Is there any way we can get back on track with the Ordinance Committee as far as back when we were discussing the landlords paying business license. There was also discussion over getting with the Ordinance Committee as far as them looking at ordinances regarding cleaning up. 

Mayor Baze stated that the fee for the landlords was not put into the ordinance. As far as clean up, Robert has been doing pretty well with that. He has been getting good responses.

Larry reported that we are still in the waiting game for the West Columbus Street Improvement Project. We still have funding requests out for which there has not been decisions made. The funding partners include the Public Works Trust Fund, Community Development Block Grant and USDA Rural Development. The situation is that CDBG and Rural Development are holding back waiting for the state to make a decision on the Public Works Trust Fund construction loan list. The state is in deadlock concerning passing a budget. Part of the budget discussions is how much of the Public Works Trust Fund construction list they want to fund and which projects they want to fund. CDBG wants to wait and see what the state does on the PWTF because we are saying if we don’t have all the funding partners, we really don’t have a good project. We have contacted the Public Works Board and our Legislators. We are trying to keep it in the forefront of their thinking and we have done as much as we can do.

There was some discussion at the last meeting about a request to reconsider the request made by the Farmers Market. A Budget Committee meeting was set for June 10th at 5:00. Recently we had a meeting with local developer in town. He approached our staff with a proposal for a development that he would like to do outside the city limits but he would like to use city water to do it. It is also important that we have this discussion about whether or not we are going to serve people outside the city limits with regard to our comprehensive plan discussions as well. Our current Public Works Committee is Len, Gary and Mike Montanye. Gary and Len offered to stay on the committee and Steve volunteered to take Mike’s place. A meeting was set for June 11th at 1:00.

Eddie Allan AFSCME Staff Representative for the Uniformed Officers

Mr. Bellamy was to propose a proposal to you that we had made in mediation. I would like to give you some of a little insight on that proposal. 

Since first negotiations in December it’s been very difficult to get the accurate financial information. First information being presented was a city financial report that showed that you were at 8 percent reserved for the carry over budget. When we met last mediation it was proposed at now 12 percent reserve. So something closer to 10.6 reserves for thirteen verses information that was provided in December 8.45 and the information provided in March 8.88 percent. The math provided to the union is internally inconsistent with itself.  Barring any further explanations we have not been given any information about specific falloff, increased expenses or one time expenditures for 2013. Therefore the reserve budget forecast is looking at 2.15 % better in March than from December showing 10.64% to 12.79%. This downfall is directed to the union because the union contract has stated an initial proposal back in December that these levels can not be substantiated or have to be concessions and cuts in the collective bargaining agreement that was on the table. We felt this clearly shows revenue less expenditures were not included in the March information. This would be favorable to the union’s position the city’s ability to pay. We do not think that we are asking anything outside our comparables that we have showed. We do remain flexible in terms doing a contract currently we are asking for 5 year contract. We would offer this security to the officers than asking for a shorter term to help the city and elevate the financial situation. During mediations Mr. Bellamy produced documents showing reserve cash flow of 250 well below the projected 351. Still to this day there has not been accuracy to report that missing amount of the difference. At our last proposal mediation we felt the fair comparable offer than any other agency. This offer would be far cheaper than arbitration and cheaper than fees incurred by hiring outside consulting by labor Tony Menke. The costs of increases are comparable to current CBI index. We would like to resolve this negotiation soon and we do not want the city to be incurring any more additional expenses going to arbitration. Currently the arbitration cost is 10 to 14 thousand dollars for start up. Because of the financial documents of financial inaccuracies we have no reason not to file for arbitration. Cost of negotiations will be incurring, it will be going up monthly as we get into arbitration. We just want to offer a fair practical option verses arbitration. Thank you
