DEPARTMENT REPORTS
7:02:05 PM 

Rick reported that the wild land vehicle broke down on the way to assist in a fire. This is the third time this has happened. Public Works has stated that they have done all they can do to try and repair the vehicle. We are investigating whether to send it out for repairs or replace the vehicle. 

Last Monday the Mayor and I were at the Fire Hall to determine who would be the new Deputy Fire Chief. Three people were interested in the position, Noah Halm, Chris Randall and Ryan Birney. We allowed the members to vote on all three. After voting the Mayor, Marty and I met and it was decided that Noah Halm would be the best fit.

One of the convictions that were reported in the paper by the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office was a case that we had. He had been in the county jail for a year and a half. We were glad to see he was convicted. There are a few cases coming up involving sex offences.

Karl stated that we are going have an asbestos inspection on the Simcoe property to determine what our options are for the building. The street sweeper has been repaired and is being used. The SCADA system is still being installed and should be operating soon. The crew will be crack sealing this week.

Larry stated that we have been working on a proposal for over a year to do a West Columbus Neighborhood Street Improvement Project. One of the funding pieces is the CBDG grant that we made application for earlier this year. Last Thursday the awards came out and we were on the list. The second piece we are waiting on is the Public Works Trust Fund. This is a low interest lone for $750,000.00 that is tied up in the state budget talks. The budget talks are going into their second special session, which needs to have a budget in place by June 30th, or they have to shut the state down. Part of the capitol budget is a public works loan list. On the house list, Goldendale is included. On the senate list we are not and we don’t know what the Governor is going to do. The third piece is an application made to Rural Development to finance $500.000.00 to help toward the cost of utilities. They gave a verbal that they would give us a grant for $121,000.00 and loan of $240,000.00 and city would have to match $140,000.00. If the Public Works Trust Fund Board doesn’t come through, Rural Development has agreed to loan us another $750,000.00. The disadvantage of this is the PWTF money is 20 years at a one percent rate and RD money is 3.5 percent at 30 years. The other option is to do a smaller project. He then reported on how Community Days is coming along.

Mayor Baze informed council that the Festival of Speed needs our help. The evening that they booked at the Legion was also booked by someone else. This is where they were going to have the awards and music. John Ozmon and Jim Allyn asked if they could have this function in the park. There are two bands that are playing 45-minute sessions and they will be done by 10:00. After some discussion council agreed that it would be ok.
