Reservoir Analysis
Karl explained that the original option for the Lower Reservoir Project was to replace the site with one of four alternate locations for a one million gallon reservoir. After the evaluation it was concluded that if we remove the lower reservoir we won’t have a way to get to the upper reservoir through Basse Wells therefore we need to remain at the same site. Option one for replacement is to install a seven hundred and fifty thousand gallon steel reservoir which was recommended as the best solution. With the used full water rights the storage needs are 2.15 million gallons. With the new steel reservoir and the upper reservoir the total available storage would be 2.75 million. After option one was evaluated it was noted that we are not fulfilling DOH requirements. We need standby storage for all services and we would not have any services for north of town. The second option would be to place a new reservoir at the top of Observatory Hill that would feed to the upper reservoir and build a new concrete lower reservoir. This will fulfill DOH requirements. We are asking concurrence from the council for option 2 which is the Public Works Committee’s recommendation. Council agreed to proceed with option 2.
