Amendment to Contract for Professional Engineering Services

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
7:12:51 PM 

Deanna thanked the city, GMA and the Jaycees for Community Days. It really turned out well.

Guy added that the car club reported that was the third largest that they have had. There were 93 vehicles and 11 tractors.

7:14:45 PM
There was a lot of talk about how well the business did and how the carnival said we have a great community. Even though they didn’t make money they are willing to return next year because the people are so nice and welcoming. 

7:16:02 PM 

Larry reported on the financial statements for the first half of the year. On the revenue side, retail sales, MVET-city streets and hotel/motel taxes are below projections. This is due to the reporting is from 2 months back. The June report is actually for the month of April. On the expenditure side we are ok except in the legal services and city streets. We have already spent over 100% of the legal services. We will need to have a budget committee meeting to discuss adjustments for the budget.

The West Collins Street Improvement Project will not have the funding from the Public Works Board. The state has swept all of the Public Works Board funding into the operating budget for the next six years. At this time we are working on the preparation of additional funding application through the US Rural Development agency.

The state also swept an increased amount of money from the liquor profits and excise tax. We will still get some money but not as much. On a positive note, they extended the language so we can use the money for operation and maintenance of festivals and events in addition to marketing and advertising.

Pat Conger has concerns about the fire works. I am disabled with a back injury and when the M80’s explode it sets off my back. I picked up fire work trash from my yard and it took me 2 ½ hours. Do any of you want to have to do that? Mayor Baze stated that he does, it doesn’t bother me as much as it does other people. For one thing it is not just a day to light off fire works, for me it’s Independence Day and this is a celebration for the day. I do however understand the way you feel. Fourth of July is part of American History and the fire works that celebrate it are too. I will do what ever I can to let the Fourth of July continue and let fire works go on until the state or fire marshals say we can’t. You can’t please everyone but this day means something to a lot of people and it is just one day out of the year. Pat stated that it’s just one day it is an entire week. Mayor Baze asked the Chief what the state allows. Rick responded June 30 through July 5th with the cut off being 11:00 at night except for the fourth which midnight and the 5th is 9:00. Pat said on the fourth the fire works were going off until 1:20 am and on the 5th it was 12:45. Why isn’t the Police Department enforcing the law? Rick informed her that when we catch them we do enforce the law. We confiscated ten times more illegal fire work than what you brought in tonight. Pat asked who do I call after hours. Rick said the Police Officers call me if they have issues. She then wanted to know who the citizens call. Rick said the Police Department, I checked our records and we didn’t get any calls from you. If you had, we would have responded. The number for us is 773-3780 and after hours the phone calls are transferred to dispatch.
