DEPARTMENT REPORTS
7:01:12 PM 

Karl stated that we will be paving the 700 block of S Columbus with the Brooks Street Project. 

We are submitting TIB applications for 3rd and King Street. We have made some modifications to the details to lower the costs. Also there were a few accidents so that will give us points on the application.

There were no proposals submitted on the 14th for the timber sale. We are planning on receiving proposals on September 4th and we will evaluate at that time.

7:03:01 PM 

Larry stated that we are working on trying to put together the last pieces of the Observatory Trail opening. We have a kiosk up and now we are trying to put the correct signage out. We called the Washington Cities Insurance Authority and they would like to send someone to make sure we have proper signage. We do have recreational immunity on liability but there still are things that are good practices to use when putting up signage on certain trails.

A lot of the preliminary design and survey work has been done on the Little Klickitat River Sewer Project. We are meeting with Pioneer Surveying and Engineering next week to go over an easement report. 

The Community Center Feasibility Study group met last Thursday. We tried to match the needs of the community with the facilities that are available. There was also discussion on the costs of a new building verses renovating a current building that might be available. We are going to be looking at two or three buildings that might be available for a center and start putting some cost numbers together. The next meeting is scheduled for September 24th.

Another thing that needs to be finish is the update to the Comprehensive Plan. I would like to meet with the Ordinance Committee the week of Labor Day. Len will be gone the 28th and back on the 10th so the meeting was scheduled for September 11th.

Clint brought up that at the last meeting there was a discussion on a replacement truck for the Fire Department. The cheapest bid we received is from Ray Schultens. It is a state bid that has everything they need to start out with. The price is $43,789.79 but the sales tax was incorrect. It was calculated at 7.3 percent instead of 7.8 percent so that will change a little. They need to put in the order as soon as they can. We need concurrence from the council to move forward with a purchase order but have a full capital outlay request at the next meeting. All the council agreed to go forward.

ORDINANCES
7:16:01 PM 

Larry stated this is the first reading on the ordinance to amend the 2013 budget. During the discussions at the Budget Committee meeting for the second quarter budget analysis, we felt the only changes needed were to increase the capital outlay expenditure for the Brooks Street Project to include the first block. We had originally approved a budget for the second and third blocks and now we added in the first block. This was an additional $230,000.00 expense. This will be covered from revenue from TBI which increased their amount to the city of $125,000.00. We also received surface transportation money through a pass through grant by Klickitat County in the amount of $70,000.00. The additional block also added some sewer costs so we have another transfer from the sewer fund into the construction account.

The second item is the public safety capital outlay fund needs to increase the appropriation for capital outlay for the brush rig for the Fire Department in the amount of $60,000.00. This should cover the cost of purchasing the vehicle as well as outfitting it for their needs.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Steve Johnston, to accept for its first reading, Ordinance No. 1428 amending the 2013 budget.
