PRESENTATIONS

7:01:06 PM 

Brad DeHart – Signage at the I-84 @ U.S. 97 Interchange
Larry asked that I look into providing Goldendale directional signage along I-84 and pacifically on the Biggs interchange. The four locations that we can sign on the freeway are Yakima, Bend, Wasco and Biggs, but once you get into the interchange, since you are in Biggs, we have come up with a way to work around the interchange signing requirements. I am proposing that we add Goldendale to all the North 97 Yakima signs. There will be no cost to the City of Goldendale for these changes. Steve asked if there is a possibility that we could get Goldendale out on the freeway and what kind of costs would that be. Brad said that when he first started looking into this that the freeway signage seemed like the simplest solution. Right now about two miles back the signs give the primary destinations to the north and south. Further there are Biggs/Wasco signs which are the secondary destinations that are already established for the Biggs interchange. One scenario would be to remove Biggs from the sign and replace it with Goldendale and go back further and install another sign that says Biggs ext 104. The cost could be as much as eight to twelve thousand dollars. Another option would be to just add a sign for Goldendale closer to the exit. The costs would still be the same. After discussion the council asked that Brad look into what the true costs would be to add a sign on the freeway.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
7:23:33 PM 

Karl stated that he attended the WIRA meeting. Their main focus is evaluating whether water is available for consumptive use in Klickitat sub basins. The report mapped out the water elevations throughout the area. It recommended further study on the impacts of what is going to happen to senior water rights and other limits associated with the water shed area. They will be talking with DOE and determine if there is a way to start evaluating water right applications that we have and it will be a few months before they have any prognoses.

There were some interested firms for the watershed timber sales but no one was available to mobilize this year. We are going to delay and put it out for bid in February.

7:25:41 PM
Larry reported on Code Enforcement. Before you is a monthly accounting of all the nuisances letters we have issued this year to date. Files were open on 168 cases and out of those most complied. There were eight that went before the Citizen Revue Board and 5 are going on to court for a warrant of abatement.

Larry gave a financial report summarizing the financial statement through August. The revenue is doing well with the exception of property tax. Retail sales are also below projections and we need to watch this close. On the expenditure side the legal services is higher than anticipated and some adjustment may be necessary. City Streets and Parks are a little above projection.

We are still waiting on USRD to give us a response regarding the West Columbus Street Improvement Project. We are working on the easements for the LKR Sewer Collection System Project. There are about one hundred different properties for which we need easements. We are also video taping the sewer lines.

Tomorrow the WCIA audit is scheduled. The audit topic is Cyber Security. We will also be walking the trails for advice on proper signage. Larry then gave dates for various upcoming meetings.

Brooks Street Change Order No. 2 and 3
Karl explained that change order 2 is in reference to the concrete that was placed in front of MCP entrance. This was an unusual situation with sewer and the storm line coming out of the MCP old office building. The storm line was dumping into the sewer line so we choose to dig it up to correct the problem. The second item is on the fire hall entrance which was changed from a concrete sidewalk to an asphalt sidewalk. Over all change order 2 reduced the contract price. Change order 3 is a correction to show the difference between the cost of the original contract and the final contract total which is about $24,000 lower.

It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Andy Halm, to authorize the Mayor to execute change order no 2 and 3 for the Brooks Street Improvement Project in the Amounts of (-1327.43) and (-23915.76) respectively.
