Currently we have 15 active firefighters and turnouts for fire calls are way lower. Many times we have to call Rural 7 to provide aide. It is the opinion of the association that if we could double the number of active members the turnout time would increase, the response time would decrease and the need for mutual aide call would be drastically reduced. I call on the residents of Goldendale to consider joining the Fire Department. After the City’s recent purchase of a new brush truck the association decided that our assistance to the Fire Department was long overdue. After thoughtful consideration by the members it was decided that the association would purchase a particular piece of equipment that the firefighters felt was a worthy and necessary item for the department. Larry stated tomorrow night, starting at 6:00, is the 7th and next to final meeting on the Community Center Feasibility study. The Event Committee is scheduled to meet on December 4th at 6:30. We need to have a Budget Committee meeting to make a proposal to the committee on balancing the budget. The meeting was set for 2:00 on December 9th. There will be a Planning Commission public hearing on the 17th for the Comprehensive Plan documents that we want to update. The updates include text changes, map changes and the zoning code. Any zone that we are proposing to change inside the city limits, we sent a notice to all the property owners on our plans. We have had some calls asking why we are changing downtown to a central business district. The main reason is that this will eliminate the off street parking requirement. This has been a concern for downtown business owners about the requirement stifling developments.

Third Quarter Budget Amendment
Larry stated that when the Budget Committee met last we talked about my analysis of the third quarter for 2013. This is the first reading of the proposed third quarter budget amendment. It reflects the decrease in the 2013 sales tax revenue due to a one time correction made by the Department of Revenue reversing an entry made in 2011. Another item is the Interfund loan payment from the General Fund to the Water/Sewer Fund for the purchase of the industrial properties at Baker Street. We also had increases in legal fees and that adjustment was made in the Current Expense Fund. Finally there is the transfer of funds in water and sewer. Due to changes of requirements through the State Auditor’s Office we can establish an account in the Water/Sewer Fund that is a reserve fund.

It was moved by Council Member Steve Johnston, seconded by Council Member Guy Theriault, to accept the ordinance for the third quarter budget amendment for its first reading.
