Amending Ordinance 1198 Changing Distribution of the Additional Sale and use Tax
Larry explained that this is another way to balance the budget. This is the 40% optional ½ cent sales tax that has been going to Public Safety Reserve. This will only be for one year to satisfy this year’s budget to bring us into balance. We are hoping this one year reprieve will help us catch up and bring us back into a balanced budget. This is $88,000.00 worth of the $187,000.00 deficit The other three include the reclassification of a loan payment that was a project for streets, water/sewer and the industrial park. The first six years was for streets and the second six years and the third six years are for water and sewer. We are switching the payment from streets to water/sewer. We are also working with the state to open the weigh station to add revenue and then cuts in the Police Department by $9,500.00.
