Interlocal Agreement with Klickitat County on US 97
Larry – We have been talking about annexing into the city east of US 97. The annexation request is to move the city limit jurisdiction line from the west side of US 97 to the east side. The length would be US 97 right-of-way from the south city limits to the intersection of US 97 with Rimrock Road. The attorney has reviewed our request and has determined that an RCW 35A.21.210 applies where we are just revising a corporate boundary within a street, road or highway right-of-way. This will take a boundary line adjustment in which we need to have an interlocal agreement between Klickitat County and Goldendale. Then each entity will need to pass an ordinance.
