Larry – We are currently working on a consultant agreement for the 3rd and King Project. We hope to have it ready for the next council meeting. Also for the next meeting I am hopeful that the grant agreement will be ready on the West Columbus Neighborhood Improvement Project. We will be submitting to council a grant agreement for $50,000 and a consultant agreement with The Watershed Company for $50,000. This will bring our shoreline master plan into compliance with the state standards. The decals should go up this week on the Observatory Hill Trails. In May we will have a formal dedication of the trail and show our appreciation to those who volunteered their time and effort to get it done. We are still working on the easements for the LKR Sewer Collection Project. The plan specifications are complete for the Lower Reservoir Replacement Project and have gone out for bid. The bid opening will be the first part of May.

Consultant Agreement for Energy Savings Project
Larry – As part of the purchase agreement with Bishop Services is contingent upon installing insulation and a heating system in the large 12,000 sq ft building. We had a low interest loan agreement already in place with the Department of Commerce. We are going to utilize $50,000 through that program. In order to move forward we need to have a consultant agreement. I recommend we award the project to Calvin Jordan Associates not to exceed $4,985.
