Karl Enyeart, Public Works Director:  We had our Lower Reservoir Project bid opening last week and there were five bids.  The apparent lower bidder is POW Contracting out of Pasco, Washington with the bid of $1.23 million.  The engineers estimate was $1.18 million.  We are looking at awarding the bid at the next council meeting.  There was a sinkhole report last week at Allyn and Chatfield intersection.  We first anticipated that it might be a water main break but actually it was a storm line break by the water main. About 10 – 15 years ago when the water main was installed, the storm line was damaged and that finally gave way last week.  We are in the process of repairing that now.  We need to have a Public Works Committee meeting and Budget Committee meeting.  That meeting is scheduled for Tuesday May 27.  The Public Works Committee meeting is at 1:30 and the Budget Committee meeting is at 2:30.

Larry Bellamy, City Administrator:  I want to talk about some future tourism items.  We are making final preparations with the upcoming “Festival of Speed”.  They are going to be here June 24 – June 30.  They are going to have 240 athletes from 26 countries.  The athletes will be staying down at Ekone Park like last year.  They race during the day and stay at the park at night.  We are doing a little more on advertising the event.  We are doing a little more with the promoter to make it a more successful event.  The Blue Grass Festival is May 29 – June 1.  We are starting to prepare for Community Days.  It’s the first weekend in July.  We have been working on a schedule of events.  We are having quite a lineup of events and entertainment and also having go karts down town instead of the carnival. Capital Outlay Request for Bridge Repair:

Larry:  The capital outlay request for bridge repair relates to an accident that occurred back on March 24th when a semi lost control coming south bound on Mill Street.  He crossed the road and went into the ditch on the east side on Mill Street.  In the process he hit the rail on the Mill Street Bridge.  We have been in contact with their insurance company and we believe it’s reasonable to have a bridge inspection company come in and take a look at that rail and advise us what the proper fix is and get an expert to do just that.  We are a third party so the way the insurance works, we take the action that we need to take which we believe is reasonable and then we request reimbursement from the insurance company.  The reason I’m putting this in here is because it’s a little out of the ordinary, it’s a capital outlay request and it’s going to be a payment to Sargent Engineering.  That will be almost a $7500 cost.  We do need an authorization for a Capital Outlay Request.  

Len Crawford:  Did he in fact have insurance coverage that will cover this cost?

Larry:  He has insurance through his company Loan Star Ranch and the insurance company is Berkshire Hathaway.  

Len Crawford:  Was his limit enough to take care of everything?

Larry:  I didn’t ask them about the limits.  

Clint Baze:  The insurance company has been pretty corporative.  They paid for the clean up and everything they had from the spill.  

Larry Bellamy:  We do need to follow up and make sure the bridge is fixed in the proper way.

Execution of Agreements for a gift from the Estate of Eleanor Dooley:

Larry:  The Goldendale Fire Department has what they call a remainder interest in Eleanor Dooley’s estate for wind power agreements.  This remainder interest vested to the City of Goldendale upon the death of one of two persons.  As long as those two individuals are alive they will receive the 1/3 benefit.  Our interest is a future interest.  In order have all the paperwork in place we need to authorize the mayor to execute this assignment on behalf of the City of Goldendale so in the future we are eligible to receive money.  We will receive 25% of the 33% that one of those individuals has so it works out to be a little over 8% of whatever the value of this lease is for a particular year.  We don’t know a whole lot about the lease because they are suppose to be confidential.  Our Attorney has reviewed all the documents.  It is a future interest that is to go to the City of Goldendale Fire Department.

Rejecting all bids for the energy improvements at Baker Street:

Larry:  As a result of the purchase and sale agreement that we made with Bishop Companies, we were to provide certain improvements, insulation and installation of gas furnaces into one of the buildings that they purchased.  Our architect has prepared the documents to make that happen according to all the rules and regulations.  We went out to bid and received only 4 bids back.  All 4 of the bids were for the gas furnaces.  Only one of them bid on the insulation package.  There were no local contractors.  We felt that contributed to the high bid prices.  We believe the prices that were quoted are much too high and we would like to bid out again and redo it.  We also only received one bid on the insulation and we think there are more out there.  We need to do a better job at finding those contractors that are closer to Goldendale and get some more bids.  It just doesn’t seem like it’s enough and it’s too high.  We are going to do some changes in the plans and specs.  They are minor changes.  The only way to take this next step is to reject all of these bids and go to another route.  The other thing that we are going to do is instead of going out to bid; we are going to go to our small works roster process.  We had 4 contractors bid on the gas furnaces and they were from $46,900 - $58,000 and the insulation bid was $53,000.  We would recommend that we reject all these bids and that will allow us to take the next step to utilized our small works process to get additional bids.  

It was moved by Council Member Len Crawford, seconded by Council Member Guy Theriault, to adopt resolution number 615 rejecting all bids for energy improvements at the Baker Street buildings site, including installation of insulation and gas furnaces.
