DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Nate Block, President of the Fire Fighters Association – I am please to tell you a couple of months ago we applied for a grant through the Legends Casino. The grant was for up to three thousand dollars and we received five thousand. We are planning on buying three sets of structure gear not including boots, helmets and gloves.

Rick Johnson – Just so you know, the association is its own group so it is not part of the city. They have their own bylaws and it is a non-profit organization. They have been collecting funds to help the fire departments. 

On the Police Department side of things, we did several search warrants and 11 people went to jail. The investigations are still continuing and I will keep you informed.

Karl Enyeart – The Public Works crew will be crack sealing next week and the week after. Pending tonight’s approval, we will be starting the Lower Reservoir Project. We are accepting applications for seasonal workers to help with the fence repair in the watershed. DNR is reviewing our watershed timber sale project. They are going up today and hopefully they will approve that soon. If they do we will be advertising that next week. We are sending out a request for information to all land owners within the shorelines jurisdiction area as well interested parties and government entities for the Shoreline Master Plan Update.

Larry Bellamy – We have been working on finalizing the Observatory Head Trail System.  The signs are in place as well as the kiosk, map and the trail way parking is in place. We would like to recognize all the volunteers that made this happen. We are planning on doing that at our next council meeting.

We received some calls regarding campaign signs and our rules. The code says they are not allowed in the parking strip. They must be outside of the sidewalk or on private property with permission. 

The Bluegrass Festival was last weekend and next weekend is the thirteen-mile yard sale. We are continuing to meet as the Event Committee and our next meeting is June 11th. The AWC Conference is June 18 – 19th. The Mayor, I and three Council Members will be attending that meeting.  The Festival of Speed is scheduled for June 24th. The weekend after that will be Community Days.

Len – There has been a flatbed trailer parked on E High St for a couple of months with hay on it.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Terry Luth – We have had people stopping by the shop this weekend trying to find Ekone Park or the Festival. The signs just were not big enough.

Larry – There are certain signage requirements and it is on a state highway so we do have to go through the motions to see how big the sign can be.

Ken McKune – I have a question about some recent action that the council took regarding the sale of the Kushlan property. During a meeting you declared the property surplus then you went into executive session and when you came out into public session and then took action to sell the property. At that point they bought it and it is theirs and I want to know why the city has agreed to retrofit it with insulation and electrical. Grant money should not be used for a private company.

Mayor – It is not grant money. 

Larry – When we originally received award of the loan project we were working with two other entities to try to lease that building. As part of a way to improve economic development in our community we were going to some energy retrofits to make the building more desirable. The two leases fell through and a third entity came in and said I’ll buy it contingent that you still retrofit the building as we still had this money available.
