Interlocal Agreement with Klickitat County on US 97

Larry – A few months back an interlocal agreement and an ordinance was presented to council to establish a boundary line adjustment on US 97. It would move the boundary line of the city limits from the west side of highway 97 to the east side. The area included would be from past Simcoe Drive to the south and would extend to Rimrock Road. After several meetings with various department within Klickitat County it was decided that from just north of the Broadway exit to the Rimrock exit would not be included. They felt that was more than they could accept so we agreed upon just stopping the boundary line adjustment to just north of the Broadway intersection. The board did say that they would work with us about adding that section in the future. To accomplish this we request that council re authorize the interlocal agreement to include a legal description from Simcoe Drive to just north of the Broadway intersection and then pass an ordinance for the same as the interlocal agreement.

Gary – We need to change the legal description on both exhibit C and A to reflect US 97 as both documents still has SR 97.
