Professional Engineering Services Amendment for the LKR Sewer Project
Karl – Since beginning the design phase of the LKR Sewer Project there has been a large amount of information processed. The existing main line resided in 19 parcels either outside the described easement or nor recorded easement could be found. Fifteen manholes were in locations that are not accessible year round with our sewer jet truck. Fourteen structures have been built over the existing line and wetlands have been located within the project which will require delineation and additional permitting. The total amount for design and construction engineering has not been met; however these items were not included in the original scope of work for the project. I recommend approving the amendment.
It was moved by Council Member Gary Hoctor, seconded by Council Member Deanna Luth, to authorize the Mayor to execute an amendment to the contract for professional engineering services with Pioneer Surveying and Engineering for costs associated with scope of work changes to the Little Klickitat River Collection Systems consultant agreement in an amount not to exceed $59,185.23.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Larry – We have been working on the timber sales project on our watershed and we received bids on Wednesday. Those bids are now being evaluated. We are going to put a package together for a special council meeting to be held next Monday to go over everything that needs to be done to log on our property.
On the 19th and 20th the WE Extreme Rockcrawling will be in town. They will mostly be out at the Broken Bolder Ranch. On Friday they will be having their inspections near CARQUEST and at 6:00 there will be a parade. They will end up on West Main were there will be music. In August we still want to try to do something in conjunction with the Festival of Wheels and it is also the same weekend as the Back to School Bash.

Gary, Deanna and Andy each congratulated Karl on his new addition to the family and expressed that there were a lot of people having a good time over the weekend at Community Days.

Mayor – Community Days was a big success this year. John Kusky put on a breakfast at the legion and had over 100 people. There was a fund raiser for one of the Rainbow Girls and a benefit auction for Kenny Graff and Carly Jenkins which brought in well over $2,000. The kids were enjoying themselves in the bouncy houses with no complaints from the community. Big congratulations to Connie, Larry, Sandy, Robert and Tanya for working on them. We had volunteers for that but Larry wanted to make sure that everything went well with all the controversy over it so we had more city staff than what we really wanted. Downtown was packed and the grocery stores did well. 
Len – On July 19th we will be presenting the two track chairs to the two veterans that this community has bought those chairs for. There will be a free dinner at the Grange Hall but you have to have a ticket to get in. They can be picked up at the Legion or the Chamber of Commerce. I want to thank the community for what they did. It was pretty amazing. We started out to just get one chair but the money just keep rolling in to where we were just shy of $30,000 so we could buy two chairs.
