After going to seminars and workshops the interest began to grow throughout the county. It was apparent to me that I couldn’t keep it in just Goldendale. I made a package travel presentation to the county. For those of you who are unfamiliar the term package travel, I’m talking about bus tours coming into Klickitat County with the lodging being in Goldendale. The commissioners decided that the Chamber should go into contract with Falcons Crest Inc to pursue these tours. There were two stipulations to that agreement. The county agreed to pay $20,000 of the $27,000 contract and the rest had to come from the citizens of Klickitat County who would be positively affected.  Our businesses have contributed $9,300. Our first tour called the mystery tour will be this fall. We have commitments for 2015 – 2016 of 17 buses.
