At the same time we had wind developers in the northwest that integrated 7,000 megawatts into the electrical grid that surrounds us. This caused a softness in the electrical energy market. This was a main contributor to the districts weak financial performance in 2011 and 2012. Since then the KPUD board and management implemented restructuring and budget cuts. These actions resulted in improvements in the KPUD’s financial performance. In 2013 the KPUD’s A rating was returned to stable.

Another big concern is that next year it appears we are going to have three large public works projects that we always need additional staff to help.

Lower Reservoir Project Change Order 1
Karl – The wage rates that were advertised at the bid opening were not the most updated so our funding agencies requested that we show a change order that reflects that. We are transforming our telemetry project and it was apparent that we needed to do some transformation with our computer network. We are going to be removing 10 telephone services and other connections that are redundancies. Now that we can add this new network, we will have small antennas that will be stationed the upper reservoir that will work as a base and we won’t have to have a connection to each building. One of the changes that are obvious is that we add fiber optics from the lower reservoir to the upper reservoir to consolidate all reservoirs to one site. This is a capital improvement now that will save money down the road. The last item is a cla-valve that should have been listed on the project that will provide necessary control for the water system.

Timber Harvest 2014 Project

Larry – We are at a point that we are trying to resolve all the contractual issues for the timber harvest. The last piece we are waiting on is a payment and performance bond with Jason Mulrony Trucking LLC. We request that the Mayor be authorized to allow an amendment to that requirement and eliminating it from the contract so we can move this project forward. In section 12 of the logging contract it states that a payment and performance bond is required in the amount of $50,000. Even though the bond is required all the other provisions for all the insurances do not go away even though a payment performance bond may. In section 10.4.1 we have all the liability insurances provided, the commercial general liability at one million per occurrence and two million aggregate. We have the pollution liability policy, commercial automobile policy, loggers broad form property damage, Washington stop gap insurance and employer’s; liability. We have worked out with Kapstone that they would pay directly to Jason Mulrony Trucking LLC the amount of the tonnage that has been delivered. Therefore we have a contract with Jason to harvest the timber at 34 dollars a ton for all the pulp wood and Kapstone is going to pay Jason Mulrony the 34 dollars per ton and our agreement with Kapstone is to sell it for 35 dollars for the green wood and 40 dollars for the pulp wood.
