Richard Ellis & Jim Eddie – Advocating Retail Store
Richard – We have had complaints from people on Llama Lane. We don’t even use the same road but we want you to see some of things they do on Llama Lane. There are piles of garbage in the road that you would have to drive around. There is also a refrigeration unit along side the road that has been there for several months so we are wondering why it is parked there like a piece of junk. And they say that we are creating an eyesore. 
I-502 law is very complicated. Do you know the people that wrote the I-502, do you know who endorsed it, have you investigated any of this? It was written by a Prosecuting Attorney and endorsed by several Sheriffs. 
One of the rumors that we’ve heard is that we are going to get our building charged with a felony ordinance and that you’re going to come in and scare the employees and scare my daughter, you might want to be careful of that. That’s going to lead into things where you might not want to go. 

I think that one of the Mayor’s duties is to protect business owners from City employees being thugs and bullies. We have been trying to be polite in trying to talk to you people and we have asked you to come and talk to us and see what we are about. Only a couple of you have bothered to do that. It’s just sad that you don’t want to see both sides of the story. 

You need to look at I-502 because we have to check ID’s, you have to be 21. The black market doesn’t care who you are. Marijuana is going to be more readily available to kids through the black market and one of our goals is to stop that. 
Your job as City Council Members is to look at both sides. We are seeing that from a few people but not all of you. When we hear things like we are going to be attacked and our doors are going to get kicked in and received ordinance violations that really is a concern to me. If that really starts I suggest that all of you talk to an attorney. We are just not going to tolerate that kind of action from anybody.

You have no idea what we have had to go through in the last 9 months. We just passed our inspection by the Liquor Control Board. We passed with flying colors and didn’t have to change anything.
