Recommendation from Public Works Committee on WCNIP
Karl stated that the street width will be 21’ of paved width with rolled curbs. This varies from our GMC and will need council approval. Intersections will have 30’ radius on curb returns to accommodate for the narrower streets. Buffers between curb and sidewalk will be restored with gravel surfacing for parking. Sidewalks will be replaced where existing sidewalks exist with a minimum of one sidewalk per block. Some trees will be removed but new trees will be planted and placed to avoid future utility and structure interference.

The existing sewer main in the 100 block of Burgen will be replaced. The expectation is no trees will need to be removed on this block. There is a chance roots may be in existing sewer service lines. These lines will be replaced to the edge of right of way. All effort will be made to avoid damaging trees during this construction. A chip seal will be applied to the street at the completion of sewer line trenching and paving.
The committees design selection required the project scope to be scaled back from the area originally proposed due to funding. This scope provides for improvements that will benefit the streets in the worst condition.
