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Local Business Damaged in Break-in:

Goldendale, Washington February 12, 2008 – On Wednesday morning around 2:30 am, the Goldendale Police Department was dispatched to Elwoods Meat Market on a report of a possible burglary.  Upon arrival to the scene, Officers found one of the front windows to the business broken out and another window damaged.  Officers searched the building and were not able to locate any suspects at the time.  The first Officer on scene spoke with the complainant, who was delivering newspapers and was told he did not see anyone in the area prior to calling the Police.

The initial contacted the Detective who responded to assist the Officer in searching for evidence to be used to identify the suspect or suspects.  At this time, it appears as though the suspect(s) entered the building through the broken window cut up several packages of meat and poured condiments all over equipment in the building.  At this time, we are still checking to see if anything was stolen.

Update: February 14, 2007

After checking with several people in the area and talking with current and past employees Detective Mike Smith located and arrested a suspect in this case.  The suspect was a disgruntled former employee who wanted to get back at the store.  The suspect admitted to doing the burglary and gave a full statement as to his involvement in the burglary.  It was discovered that some knives had been taken in the burglary and they have been recovered as well.  The suspect in the case was a juvenile and was released to his parents.   
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
